Students independently complete all writing tasks: describe experienced or imagined things;
narrate a story, film or book plot; provide a report on an experienced or observed event; prepare
informational texts and comments, suggesting solutions to problems; express opinions and
evaluations on relevant issues. Texts are always appropriately structured on paper. Lexical and
grammatical structures are consistently used correctly. Results demonstrate the purposeful use of
the main expression strategies and support tools (dictionaries, reference materials, and other
resources) (B2.4).
